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Judy was 28 when she was diagnosed with alpha-1 
antitrypsin deficiency, a rare, life-threatening genetic lung 
disease. Doctors told her she had no more than 10 years to 
live. Today, Judy is in her 50s thanks to a passion for living 
and regular infusions of a plasma protein therapy.
